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unusual name. We were driving along Highway 28 on the northern edge of
Lake Superior in Michigan's Upper Peninsula. My wife was about 5 months
pregnant and we were on our way home from teaching a concealed carry
class in L'Anse near the Keweenaw Peninsula. My wife kept rattling off names
and | kept shaking my head. "Tony? Gerald? Esperanza?"

"What? Did you just say Esperanza? You can't name a boy Esperanza! They'd
beat him up!"

Finally after 15 minutes of "no" votes, we drove through a cedar swamp. |
looked out at the trees like | always do, because | love Cedar and the smell of
the boughs and the look of the wood. Then a light went off in my head and |
turned to Sara. She was already looking at me and before | could open my
mouth she said "How about Cedar?" She'd stolen the words right out of my
mouth.

You can see from my son's picture that he enjoys his guns even at the tender
age of two. He has this little pop gun rifle and he drives us crazy with it,
especially in the mini-van on long trips. "Pop! Pop! Pop!" Over and over and
over and over again he works the action and pulls the trigger until it finally
drives me crazy and we take it away from him. | suppose that's the only form
of gun control I'll ever instigate and certainly the only confiscation scheme I'll
ever subscribe to. Even now at two years old, we are teaching him to keep it
pointed in a safe direction. You can never start too young.

This past week was a rough one for me in terms of organizing the Second
Amendment March. Don't get me wrong, it's going very well and a groundswell
of support is still there and growing by the minute. Print and radio interview
offers are pouring in everyday along with donations of 5, 15, 25, 50,
sometimes even 100 or 500 dollars. The website is back up and running, and
gaining hundreds of new email subscribers everyday. We now have a link on
the home page where you can register your volunteer support as a coordinator
or offer some other specialized skill. You can also register your group or
organization as well.

So, if all these good things are happening, then why the frustration? What's the
trouble? Well, no trouble really, just a few people who keep saying "Skip you
can't do this! You are going to fail!" or even worse "Skip, you're a coward. A
real man would be marching into Washington DC fully armed and locked and
loaded!"

Normally, these comments wouldn't be bothering me except for one thing:
they are a tiny minority coming from within our own ranks of gun owners. |
expect discouragement from the anti-Second Amendment crowd, but not from
our friends and allies. Case in point: | gave a radio interview to a man in
Texas about the march. It was a call-in show and three paramilitary types
phoned in to publicly excoriate me for my cowardice. They kept it up for the full
two hours of the show and in the end we just had to agree to disagree. It's
always sad when people of principle and purpose agree on the goal (restoring
freedom to America) but vehemently disagree on the methodology. In the end,
| told them that while | admire their spunk and their spirit, now is just not the
time for violence, not while we still have the power of the ballot box. At this
point the only thing that could prompt me to violence would be gun
confiscation by jack-booted thugs.

I've been thinking hard about it for the past two days. | always try to keep an
open mind about things, even things | feel strongly about, but I still hold to my
peaceful marching views. Yes, these are scary times, very scary times, and






people are nervous as a frog in a blender. Their anxiety is merited. It would
appear that the change they voted for is not the change they are getting.
Instead, we see things like a trillion-dollar stimulus plan and the Blair Holt Gun
Registration Act. Let me tell you folks, straight out of the box: there's only one
reason to register firearms, and that's to confiscate them later on. We can't fall
for that, and we have to fight it tooth, fang and claw if need be.

But the time isn't right yet for an armed revolt; it's certainly not yet necessary
for thousands of good Americans to die. Because it was the most uninformed
segments of our society who voted us into this predicament, and only they can
vote us back out. So what is the answer, the key to swinging them back to
sanity and away from the brink of America's collapse? Only we can pull them
back from the precipice, only ordinary folks like you and | can teach them what
a Second Amendment supporter really is. We are school teachers and
farmers, merchants and assembly-line workers, doctors and construction
workers.
