News From the 'Net
 
National Park Gun Ban Repeal Signed and Delayed 
 
Senator Tom Coburn (R-OK) is pledging to attach his National Park gun ban repeal 
amendment to every bill that comes through the Senate until the repeal is enacted.  This 
after President Obama and the Interior Department declared that the repeal  
passed and signed into law this week will not go into effect for another 9 months.  
 
The delay is based on the fact that the underlying bill, a credit card reform measure, has a 
delay built into it to allow credit card companies to adapt to the new rules.   
  
The National Park Service need no such adjustment period, particularly since a similar 
regulation was adopted last year and then set aside by a federal judge.  It is clear that the  
Obama administration is forcing the delay out of spite toward gunowners and the "gun 
lobby." 
  
The Coburn amendment is actually a substantial improvement over the regulatory reform 
adopted by the Bush administration late last year.  Under the Bush administration 
regulations only licensed concealed weapons were permitted in the parks, but under the 
Coburn amendment National Parks and Wildlife Refuges fall under the laws of the states 
in which they are located just as Forest Service and Bureau of Land Management lands 
have done for decades.

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A few people have wondered why we ask for donations, sell shirts and bumper stickers, 
etc.
 
To clarify, we make absolutely NO PROFIT from any of these donations or sales.  The 
work that we do is 100% voluntary, done as a labor of love for our 2A rights.  The funds 
that we solicit go entirely to costs incurred for producing the March.  These costs are 
substantial.  When you get right down to it, our expenses are no different than they would 
be for a business:


●     Office supplies and services ~ printing of flyers, postage, etc.  
●     Attorney fees for filing nonprofit paperwork w/ state and Federal government (this 


was provided at a discount, but still a substantial cost for us) 
●     Website hosting and database fees 
●     Email newsletter service 
●     Professional event coordinator who has organized events on the National Mall has 


given us a quote for his services well into the five-figure range 
●     Insurance for state and national events (adds up fast!) 
●     Advertising -- We have made use of many free online venues such as social media 


sites, and will continue to do more, but we need to expand our efforts to include 
other advertising methods to reach those who are not "plugged in" to the online 
scene.  Without advertising, people don't know about the march.  And if people 
don't know about the march, we can't get the kind of numbers there that we really 
need. 


●     Facebook advertising campaign -- An ad has been running on facebook for Second 
Amendment March, targeting people that would likely support our cause.  This ad 
campaign is not free.  Right now it is capped at a small amount per month, since 
this is paid for out of our pocket.  With 1.4 million facebook users, it's a relatively 
inexpensive but effective way to reach many people. 


●     Promotional items such as bumper stickers, t-shirts, etc. that are sold at town hall 
meetings -- yes, we buy them in bulk and mark them up a bit to cover our costs, 
with the "profit" going to the Second Amendment March fund -- but we need to 
have the funds available to make the initial purchase of the items.  


●     Airfare for speakers and 2A organizers to speak at various events across the 
nation (a generous supporter donated a substantial amount of frequent-flyer miles, 
but the rest will have to come out of our pockets) 


●     Second Amendment March documentary -- the film maker is donating his time and 
services, but he will need airfare to travel across the country with his crew to 
interview and film several prominent 2A activists. 


●     The "big" march in Washington, D.C. -- the National Park Service requires us to 
pay for added security, cleanup, etc., plus we'll need staging, lighting, video/sound 
equipment, portajohns, tenting, labor costs for setup and teardown, etc.  We also 
need to travel to D.C. on at least one occasion prior to the event to meet with the 
National Park Service and finalize details.  The cost for the D.C. march alone 
brings us into the hundreds of thousands of dollars. 


Many of these costs and more have been covered out of our own pockets, and this is just 
the tip of the iceburg.  Whenever possible, we strive to use free services/products, but 
sometimes a paid service is necessary to more adequately meet our needs.


 So when we say we appreciate all who have donated to the cause, we really mean it!
